NO TILL DRILL RENTAL

195 acres were planted this year with our NoDilll. This
was over a 300% increase in the number of acregguldast
year. There are many benefits to planting withrtbdill drill.
Some of those are as follows; decrease soil erpseduce soil
compaction, use less fuel and labor than convealtilanting,
and soil retains moisture longer.

The no till drill is available for rent at a reasdnte fee. The drill

is a Tye Pasture Pleaser (End Wheel). It is eqadppth an
internally fluted, adjustable seeder that accuyatedters out small grains such as wheat, rye,
barley, oats, rice, and soybeans. Please catiffitve for rates and to schedule when you would
like to use the no till drill.



GROUNDWATER STEWARDARDSHIP PROGRAM
This program provides one-on-one technical assistamarea agricultural producers by conducting:

Farm-A-Syst which identifies potential risks possdfarmstead operations. Fact sheets provide
educational information and list reference peopledntact if questions arise. The work sheets use a
simple question and answer format to evaluate fieaaispractices that may pose a risk to groundwater.
A Farm-A-Syst is voluntary and confidential. All teaals stay with the farmer. It is available fiafe
charge.

Crop-A-Syst which will assist the farmer to devebopl implement a management plan that prevents
contamination of groundwater and surface wateruess and maintains economic crop production.
The plan will be in conformance with applicable Kigan-Right-To-Farm guidelines and in compliance
with applicable state and federal environmentalil@gpns. The farmer then can apply for the Michiga
Agricultural Environmental Assurance Program (MABAfrification.
