CHERRY TREES

SWEET CHERRY: Benton Cherry

This vigorous cherry produces abundant, large, dark red,
high quality, sweet cherries. This cherry is considered as
a superior tasting cherry by consumers. Self-fertile; rip-
ens early July. Mazzard rootstock.

TART CHERRY: Montmorency Cherry

Montmorency cherries are the leading commercial pro-
cessing cherry and ideal for baking, cooking, and drying.
These trees produce bright red, medium-sized, fruit with
yellow flesh. Self-fertile; ripens mid-July. Mazzard root-
stock.
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APPLE TREES

All fruit trees are ~ 45 'in ht, w/5/8-3/4” stems. * Remember you need two different varieties
of apples or crabapples within ~100 ft for cross-pollination except for Red Jonagold which

needs two different varieties for cross-pollination .

Honeycrisp

Our most popular eating apple. Produces sweet, crisp apples that ripen about
mid-September. Cold hardy. Semi-dwarf on B118 rootstock.

Red Jonagold

This apple is a cross between Golden Delicious and Jonathon but considered
superior to both. One of the most widely planted apples in the world. Ripens
early October. Fruit stores well. Heavy and annual producer. Triploid. so you
need two other different species nearby for cross-pollination. Semi-dwarf on
M111 rootstock.

Buckeye Gala

Distinctive fruit is bright red with dark red stripes. Great for eating fresh, cook-
ing, and baking and stores well (up to 7 months!). Ripens mid-late August.
Semi-swarf on M7 rootstock.

Northern Spy

This old, cold-hardy variety is still highly favored, producing large, red-over-
green-colored apples. Pick in October. Spy apples are desired for baking as
apples stay firm. They also store well for months and improve in taste over
time. Semi-dwarf on M111 rootstock.

Zestar

High-quality variety that ripens slightly early producing crisp, juicy, slightly tart
apples. Produces annually and stores well for up to 6-8 weeks. Semi-dwarf on
M111 rootstock.
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Anjou Pear Tree

Large fruit tree that produc

thin, light green skins with a reddish blush. Great for eating.
Cold hardy and vigorous. Self-pollinating but will produce even
more fruit with other varieties nearby to cross-pollinate. Har-

vest in late September.
